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City of Fairborn Will Continue Aggressive Property
Maintenance Program in 2010

As our temperatures warm and the grass begins to
green, the City of Fairborn will begin its Property
Maintenance Program Strategy for 2010. The city will be
aggressively responding to property maintenance com-
plaints that are received regarding structural problems on a
house, trash and debris in the yard, cars parking on the
grass and tall grass issues. In an effort to be proactive as
well as to respond to complaints efficiently, the staff will
be using the neighborhood zone approach whereby staff
will be in specific zones on given days to respond to com-
plaints and identify problem properties. Several years ago,
to better serve each neighborhood in Fairborn, the city was
divided into 10 zones; each inspector is assigned to spe-
cific zones and makes inspections on the established day
each week.

In addition to zone work, a specific target area is
identified annually for more comprehensive house by
house inspections. Prior to the inspections, a letter is sent
to the property owner informing them when the inspec-
tions will start and the type of items the inspectors will be
looking at. The list includes but is not limited to: the con-
dition of the roof, siding, walkways, gutters and down-
spouts, accessory structures and the yard. In 2009, the tar-
get area was geographically south of Xenia Avenue, west
to Wright Patterson Air Force Base, east to Dayton Drive
and the north of the Wright Patterson Air Force Base
boundary. The city was pleased with the overwhelmingly
positive response from the residents.

Property Maintenance is a very important program
for the city. Through this effort, property values are main-
tained or enhanced, structures are preserved and neighbor-
hoods are attractive to future homebuyers. If you know of
